2010 WORKSHOP INFORMATION


The goal of the Children’s Theater Workshop is to provide an opportunity for children in our community to attain theater training and performance experience. The program will build character, teach self-discipline and respect for others, and instill good work ethic. Children will gain confidence, poise, and a real sense of accomplishment while learning the foundations of theater. A limited number of scholarships are available and will be awarded based on financial need. The scholarship application must be completed and turned in along with proof of need to be considered.
The workshop is being led by Lisa Johnson and Ann Lemley, two veteran Theatre Company actresses. 
Workshop Schedule

The workshop will be held each Tuesday and Thursday, September 14 – December 2, 2010, 4pm-5:30pm in the Bailey Annex of the Lyric Theater. There will be no workshop on November 25 (Thanksgiving). The week of December 6 is reserved for dress rehearsals on the Lyric stage (times TBD).  

Performance Schedule

There will be two performances: Saturday, December 11, 2010 at 7pm, and Sunday, December 12 at 2pm. 

Tuition
The workshop fee is $100 per child. Families with more than one child enrolled will receive a 10% discount. An initial payment of $50 is due by September 14, with the final payment of $50 due on October 29. Tuition payments should be mailed or taken to the OAC office unless other arrangements have been made.
Attendance Requirements

Attendance is required and expected at all workshops, stage rehearsals, and performances. More than two (2) consecutive absences must be approved by the director. Excessive (more than five {5} or more than two {2} consecutive), unexcused absences will result in the child being dropped from the program with no tuition reimbursement options available.
In the event of a planned absence, please inform the workshop director as soon as possible. In the event of an unplanned absence, such as acute illness or other unforeseen emergency, you must contact the OAC Office @ 870.391.3504 by 3:30pm the day of the absence.

In the event of severe weather, decisions about continuing the workshop will be made by the OAC. If public schools are cancelled, parents should assume that the workshop is cancelled. Parents may call the OAC Office for information as to whether the workshop has been cancelled. 

There will be no refunds for participants who resign or are dismissed prior to the end of workshop. 

Communication will be through email and written notices. Parents need to check their email frequently for updates and ask if any written notices were handed out at the workshop.
Policies and Procedures for Participants  

The following procedures help us achieve discipline and professionalism. They are enforced for the participants’ safety, to ensure orderly rehearsals, and out of respect and courtesy for each other.

1. I agree to arrive at the workshop, dress rehearsals, and performances on time, check in with the director, and sit in my assigned seat. I will not leave the room after signing in unless there is an emergency or special permission has been granted. I will use the restroom if necessary BEFORE I sign in.

2. I am responsible for sharing written notices with my parent(s)/guardians. I will give completed attendance notes, permission slips, etc. to the director when signing in. 
3. I will remain for the entire workshop in the rehearsal area. I will not roam the building at any time. I understand that running, yelling, and rowdy behavior are not permitted in the building or on the grounds at any time.

4. I will not bring food or drinks other than a water bottle into the workshop area.

5. I will try to eat a nutritious meal or snack before I arrive.
6. I will always show respect for all participants, parent volunteers, directors, staff and the facilities. 

7. My behavior will help ensure a positive and successful workshop and performance. I will not disrupt the workshop or distract the other participants or the director.
8. I will never carry tobacco, drugs, drug paraphernalia, alcohol, or any type of weapon (including pocketknives).
9. My parent(s)/guardian will arrange for transportation so that I arrive before rehearsal begins and depart immediately following dismissal at the end of rehearsal. OAC staff and volunteers are not responsible for supervising children before or after rehearsals.
10. I understand that performances require the very best in conduct, appearance, and acting.
